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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

February 7, 2010

Dear Parishioners,

I have been reflecting much on the generosity of the people of St. Charles Borromeo Parish and their
compassionate outreach to people who are in need. During these bitter and cold days many people are kept
warm by all the coats that were donated in our Parish Coat Drive before the holidays. Hundreds of people’s
hunger was satisfied by the food baskets that were delivered at Thanksgiving and Christmas through our St.
Vincent de Paul Society and little children found appropriate gifts under the Christmas tree due to the
generosity of our parishioners with the Giving Tree. Many would have gone without had it not been for our
help. From the letters I received all are extremely grateful.

Just a couple of weeks ago when a devastating earthquake struck Haiti, our parish’s response was
immediate and on a single Sunday without prior notice more than $11,000 was collected to provide relief for
the Haitian people. The parish Youth Group the following week had a bake sale organized by themselves
which brought in $1,818 which was also sent to Catholic Relief Services for the earthquake victims.

Jesus said “The poor you will always have with you” and there are poor and needy not only in lands
far away but right here at home. There are homeless in our midst and Family Promise-Interfaith Hospitality
Network is coming to the aid of those who have no place to live. St. Charles Borromeo Parish has been an
outstanding benefactor to the IHN efforts notably by providing shelter but also our parish donated in the
second collection this past weekend a total of $7,784 for this most worthy cause.

Last Sunday evening a large group of our parishioners gathered in Borromeo Hall for a reception
and dinner to recognize those who in past years have been so outstanding in their generosity by giving $200
or more to the Diocesan House of Charity - Bishop’s Annual Appeal. Last year our parish raised $162, 814.50
and this year, even in these hard economic times, we are confident we will go much beyond our past success
in helping the less fortunate. Sylvester Roman and Don Brogan, Jr. are this year’s House of Charity chair
persons. At the dinner they were truly inspiring and all who attended received a pin with this year’s parish
theme, “Lend a Hand, Lift a Heart.” No doubt, because of their leadership more and more people will come
on board or raise their contribution to a higher level to tell the world that we are truly stewards of the gifts
we have received and truly willing to give in proportion to God’s generosity to us.

Is it any wonder that I am amazed and stand in awe of this great and wonderful parish who like the
energizer battery keeps going and going in reaching out to others in the spirit of generosity?

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ON THE COVER OF THE BULLETIN

This Thursday, February 11, 2010, is the Feast of
Our Lady of Lourdes. The picture on the cover of the
bulletin is of a stained glass window in our church of St.
Charles Borromeo and depicts the Blessed Mother under
her title of Our Lady of Lourdes. Mary is speaking to a
young girl Bernadette Soubirous revealing herself as the
“Immaculate Conception.”

The Shrine at Lourdes which is in southern France
is one of the most popular pilgrimage sites in all the world.
Millions of people come each year and many are praying
for physical cures for which this shrine is most famous.

St. Bernadette, as she is known, was just a young
girl, a sickly child of poor and unambitious parents. Their
practice of the Catholic Faith was lukewarm. Bernadette
could pray the Our Father, the Hail Mary and the Creed
and she knew the Prayer of the Miraculous Medal; “O
Mary conceived without sin.” On February 11, 1858 a
young lady dressed in white with a blue sash appeared to
her and after a number of visits on March 24 the Lady
identified herself with the words “I am the Immaculate
Conception.” Bernadette saw a young girl with a rosary
over her arm and there was a yellow rose on each foot. The
humble Virgin appeared to a humble girl and treated her
with dignity.

The vision of the Blessed Mother at Lourdes
became quite famous by a film entitled “The Song of
Bernadette.” It is often replayed on cable TV and tells the
story of how the world came to believe in the vision and
the miracles that occurred. Even today, in fact every day,
there is a candlelight procession and people from all over
the world come to experience what Franz Werfel, the
writer of the “Song of Bernadette” wrote in his opening
chapter; “For those who believe, no explanation is
necessary, for those who don’t, no explanation is possible.
