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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 
March 7, 2010 

Dear Parishioners, 
 The Roman Catholic Church is a sacramental Church; and Catholics, more than other Christians, think of 
their religious lives in sacramental terms. People may not go to church every Sunday, if they bother to go at all, but they 
want their children baptized. They want to see them “make the sacraments” (Reconciliation, Eucharist, Confirmation.) 
They want to see them “married by the priest.” It may be years since Grampa walked into church but the family wants 
him “buried from church” (“Of course, he was Catholic!”). We grew up accompanied by the sacraments; and this is the 
religious heritage we give our children. At least one world-class Protestant theologian (Langdon Gilkey) applauds us for 
treasuring the sacraments; so perhaps they are worth a little reflection. 
 Basically, sacraments are sacred symbols or signs, things we can see or hear, taste or touch that lead us into the 
world of the sacred (water, oil, bread, wine). They are clothed in rituals that suggest their meaning (the pouring of 
water, the eating of bread).  
The use of symbols and rituals is as natural to us as breathing, simply because we human beings are ritual creatures. 
 We thrill to the sight of a parade: flags, drums, bugles, a cadenced march. We hold our hands to our hearts 
when we pledge our allegiance to our country and bow our heads at the sound of taps. We stand in awe before the 
Washington Monument and stare somberly at the Vietnam War Memorial. All these are community signs and symbols. 
 The Catholic Church uses rituals and symbols probably best of all. From Christmas time on our sanctuary was 
decorated with evergreens and poinsettias everywhere. With Lent everything is covered now with somber cloth. The 
flowers are gone, the holy water in the Baptismal Font has dried up and the Mass vestments have changed from the 
green of hope to the purple of penance. As soon as one enters the church, the change is shocking and a feeling of the 
empty desert pervades. Lent is an annual event but it works its spiritual magic and hopefully conversion on all of us. 
Even in the midst of gloom, there is the anticipation of Easter when the feast is celebrated in the bright colors of a new 
day. 
 Symbols and rituals say things that we can’t capture in words alone. Words tend to touch our minds but 
symbols and rituals wash all through us, finding their way into crevices of memory and emotion that we didn’t know 
existed. We fashion words but symbols and rituals fashion us. It is little wonder then that God chose symbols and rituals 
as the meeting ground between us and Himself. It is here that we encounter the God we could never capture in words. 
 This Lent, if we let the symbols speak, the great events of the Paschal Mystery leading to Resurrection will 
speak even more loudly.
