STEWARDSHIP (S A WAY OF LIFE
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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners,

This past week Pope Benedict XVI opened a special Year to celebrate and focus on the Catholic
Priesthood. We have just completed The Year of St. Paul who was certainly a model for priests in the way
that he gave his life totally to the Lord. Being a priest myself for almost fifty years I certainly appreciate
my priestly vocation but in the upcoming Year for Priests I know I will be challenged along with all
priests to be better at what we do are and the way we live for the Lord and those we serve.

Within the last month I have had the opportunity to gather with two different groups of priests who
have been an important part of my life. When I was ordained I had a class of over fifty-five men from all
over the United States. Through the years nineteen have died and some have left the ministry. But three
weeks ago twenty-four of my class gathered for a reunion. It was a wonderful experience. We have
changed in many ways, getting older, heavier and balder but the determination to serve the Lord was still
there.

Just last week I gathered again with another special group of priests whom I had met when I
returned to Rome twelve years ago for a three month Sabbatical Program. It is amazing that within such a
short time of being together we have bonded as true friends and have been meeting every year since in
various locations throughout the country. We have met in Florida, Washington, DC, Baltimore,
Newport,Rhode Island, Milwaukee, right here in Blackwood, NJ, Rome for our 10th anniversary and this
year in Kansas City. We spent five days together in prayer, study and recreation. It was a miniature
Sabbatical and had some of the best professors from universities speaking on such issues as Theology,
Ethics, Culture and the Spirituality of the Priesthood. I can’t tell you what a blessing it is to be able to
share one’s life and vocation with men who attempt to live out their priesthood with all its difficulties in a
spirit of service and joy. We already have plans for the next few years bringing us to Alabama, Texas and
possibly even to Viet Nam. One of the priests on the Sabbatical was the very last priest to leave Viet Nam
for the States before the borders were closed. I’'m not sure we will ever get to the Far East but it is
something to look forward to if age and health allow.

The Priesthood in recent years may have gotten a bad rap but I have never seen so much joy and
satisfaction as [ have found in the priests who have become part of the fabric of my life. Hopefully, this
special Year for Priests will shine a better light on what it is to be a priest which will hopefully encourage
more young men to follow such a satisfying happy and fulfilling vocation.

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NEW THINGS HAPPENING AT ST. CHARLES

Summer is a great time to prepare for many
upcoming events. In order to do this we have a few
new staff members who will be working with various
committees to plan, and organize a number of
activities that will affect the life of our parish. We
hope to have a bigger and better Annual Parish
Festival in September. In November we will celebrate
the 40th anniversary of our church building with
many festivities connected with it.

She is
degreed and has received graduate -credits in
Education.

With these new additions to our staff and the
realignment of responsibilities, we know that we are
in for a great year. The success of a parish depends
not only on its staff but on the active involvement of
its parishioners. We are certain that we can count on
allin making our parish a dynamic and vibrant faith
community.
